Available for both flight instruction and rental qualified pilots, AvSport of
Lock Haven provides modern, well equipped Light $paircraft, manufactured to
exacting ASTM International standards. We tookvaey of a new Evektor SportStar
Max primary trainer in July 2015. Manufactured lire tCzech Republic, it is licensed by
the Federal Aviation Administration as a SpeciagHti Sport Aircraft (S-LSA), and
equipped with the latest “dual glass cockpit” redamt electronic flight and engine
instruments. Its advanced avionics package makgsircraft suitable not just for Sport
Pilot training, but for our more advanced studemsluding Private and Instrument Pilot
candidates. During 2015, AvSport further increasa@ty by upgrading our avionics and
autopilot software. We also improved reliability ltompleting the Rotax-required
replacement of all rubber hoses, sockets, enginentapand diaphragms. These, along
with meticulous routine maintenance and inspectioren be expected to provide
optimum engine operation through the factory-augsal maximum of 2000 flight hours.

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0. Curriculum

Developed by a retired college professor with fdeicades of experience in higher
education, AvSport’s rigorous though flexible fltginaining curriculum allows students
to obtain the new Sport Pilot license in half thme; and at half the cost, of the
traditional Private Pilot rating, without compromig skills or safety. Students can
choose between an accelerated five-week trainiogram, and a less intensive program
of conveniently scheduled lessons. We are an FAR &1 flight school and TSA-
approved Alien Flight Student Program provider, maated by our students for the
AOPA Flight Training Excellence Award. Flight tremg and individualized ground
instruction are integrated, and are supplementedelgling assignments, practice tests,
and online PowerPoint lessons to allow each stumentogress at his or her own pace.

To date, 90% of AvSport’s students accomplishirgrtfirst solo flight have gone
on to become licensed pilots, 50% of our graduateshow aircraft owners, and 20% of
our licensed Sport Pilot have continued their gsdearning their Private Pilot ratings.

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4 Financials

Sport flying being a recreational activity, AvSpsrfinancial position is both
highly seasonal, and dependent upon the local cantysl aggregate discretionary
income. Due to continued weakness in the locaheaty, our 2015 revenues decreased
slightly, as compared to the previous year. Weagad, however, to hold our operating
expenses in line with those experienced last y@aspite acquisition costs associated
with the purchase of our new aircraft. AvSport toaures to generate a modest positive
return on investment, though admittedly less theat achieved in 2014. Still, we have
succeeded in generating profits in five out of s years of operation. The charts
below detail our operating revenues and expensethéyear just ended, exclusive of
amortization of capital investment.
