The Sport Pilot license is the newest portal dfyemto the world of aviation, allowing
prospective pilots to become licensed in half theet and at half the cost, of the traditional
Private Pilot license. Sport pilots fly for funnd are restricted to flying simple, low
performance aircraft that comply with the Light 8poule. They are allowed to fly in
uncongested airspace, during daylight hours, atygliorgood weather conditions. Training for
the Sport Pilot license typically takes about thmeenths, at a total cost of around $4000, says
Shuch.

Piper Memorial Airport is the ancestral home to kbgendary Piper Cub, arguably the
world’s first sport plane. Modern Light Sport amét allow pilots to recapture the bygone fly-
for-fun Cub era, with increased reliability and iroped safety.
