I want to extend my warmest greetings to you on the occasion of
the 125th anniversary of Temple Beth Ha-Sholom in Williamsport.
I know that all of you must be very proud of the Temple’s long
tradition-filled history.

This history shows that many Jewish merchants and traders settled
in Lycoming County in the 1840’s. establishing many local
businesses. At the end of the Civil War, it was decided that a
permanent site was needed so that the Jewish community would have
a place to conduct religious services. Local Jews, after meeting
at the home of Henry Ulman on April 24, 1866, applied to the
courts for a formal charter. This charter was granted and the
Beth Ha-Sholom, House of Peace congregation, was established and
recognized.

A number of scholarly rabbis preached to the congregation over
the years, each leaving his imprint on various aspects of the
Temple and its members. The congregation worked to improve the
business and social climate in Williamsport through these many
decades, meeting with much success.

A major event in Temple history occurred with the dedication in
1962 of the Temple Library, now known as the Elizabeth and Harry
Wahl Memorial Library. This beautiful facility holds volumes of
materials on Jewish life, religion and history.

Through good times and tough times, the members of Temple Beth Ha-
Sholom have been an important part of the Williamsport community.
I want to wish you all the best of luck as you celebrate the

first 125 years of the Temple’s existence, and may the next 125
years bring happiness and success to all.

PROGRAMS

Religious Services

Temple Beth Ha-Sholom is affiliated with the Reform Movement, through membership in
the UAHC. Friday night services are a blend of English and Hebrew prayers combined in a
traditional mode using the Reform prayerbook, Sha‘are Tfilah (Gates of Prayer) and the To-
rah. Services are held throughout the year to observe all major festivals and holidays.

Religious School

The Religious School provides education for students in grades Pre-School through 12th
Grade. Based on the principles of Reform Judaism, the curriculum weaves three major threads
of study: (1) religious/spiritual education (Jewish concepts of God, Hebrew Bible, prayer, ritu-
als, customs, holiday celebrations;) (2) Jewish identity (genealogy, Jewish history, Jewish com-
munities, Israel, Hebrew language and culture); and (3) moral and values education (Bible,
Talmud, prayer book, Jewish history). Art, music and library experiences are integrated into
the curriculum.

Bar And Bat Mitzvah

Any boy or girl whose family is affiliated with the congregation is eligible for Bar or Bat
Mitzvah, provided they have completed the course of study. Children should have been en-
rolled in the Religious School and Hebrew School or the equivalent for at least three years in
advance of Bar or Bat Mitzvah. Preparation is under the direction of the Rabbis. Responsibili-
ty for enrollment rests with the family.

Confirmation

Confirmation is the ultimate Jewish educaitonal experience, challenging 10th graders to
commit themselves to and take responsiblity for the continuation of Jewish life and traditions.
The students are confronted with spiritual and ethical dilemmas, the responses to which will
mold the collective and individual Jewish identities of the class.

Adult Education

The Adult Education Programs, held on Saturday mornings, provide a variety of adult edu-
cation offerings throughout the year. These may include a Bible class, Introduction to Juda-
ism, Historical Roots, Culture and Tradition, discussions on Life Cycle Events and many other
courses designed to meet the needs of the Congregation.

The Bulletin

The BULLETIN is the newsletter of the Congregation. The material published is intended
to be of interest to our members on subjects pertinent to Temple life. Members of the Board
and the Congregation are encouraged to submit articles and/or letters for publication. The
BULLETIN includes a monthly calendar describing daily activies at the Temple, a schedule of
Shabbat Services and messages from the professional and lay leaders of the Temple. Through
the BULLETIN, we acknowledge the contributions made by Temple members, both sad and
happy life-cycle events (such as Anniversaries and Birthdays) and listings of loved ones' Y ahr-
zeit dates.

125 YEARS OF JEWISH HERITAGE
IN WILLIAMSPORT

Jewish history is informed by the moral
stance of Judaism. Thus, the house of wor-
ship has always been a sacred center
through which we are able to focus on the
history of the Jews. Rabbi Bertrand E. Pol-
lins and Ben Hirsh observe in Four Score
and More..., the commemorative volume
marking the 80th anniversary of Temple
Beth Ha-Sholom; "Wherever groups of
Jews settled, wherever they found a means
of earning a livelihood and secured the
rights of free religious worship, they orga-
nized a congregation and proceeded to build
a synagogue. Thus the perpetuation of Ju-
daism and of communal living went hand in
hand with the search for political freedom
and the struggle for economic security." So
it was for most Jewish immigrants to the
United States of America, the vast majority
of whom settled in the major urban centers
on the east coast. Pollans and Hirsh go on
to assert "A small but adventurous minority
gazed beyond the environs of the crowded
cities and pushed inland towards rural sec-
tions and small towns. Lycoming County
in central Pennsylvania proved to be espe-
cially attractive to a group of early Jewish
pioneers."

While we do not know who the first
Jewish settler was, we do know that a num-
ber of Jews came to this area early in the
1830's. They did business with the country
folk and lumber camps found along the riv-
er basin as well as with local villagers. His-
torical records reveal that on February 1,
1838 a Jewish pack peddler, Solomon Huff-
man was murdered in the vicinity of Trout
Run. Robbery was the motive of the killer,
who was apprehended, tried, convicted and
hung in the Williamsport jailyard on West
Third Street. Williamsport was an impor-
tant lumbering area at that time, but was it-
self only a small village with less than 1500
inhabitants. Most of its dwellings were lo-
cated only a short walking distance from the
river front. Jewish merchants travelled the
roads of Lycoming County, sometimes
walking with packs on their backs, earning
their livelihood. Their integrity and indus-

try paved the way for the acceptance and re-
spect they were to earn among local resi-
dents. Benjamin Hirsh states in A Dream
Come True, the Dedication Journal of April
1961, "The task they faced was not an easy
one --- they encountered many hardships
and difficulties in a new and strange coun-
try. Unfamiliar as they were to the customs
and the language of its people, they were
compelled to depend upon their own re-
sources and personal ingenuity in order to
be accepted by the people and to establish
themselves among the residents of this iso-
lated, rugged, pioneering territory." Mr.
Hirsh adds; "In many ways these Jewish im-
migrants were quite different. They had a
different culture and religion. They spoke a
different language and had strange and var-
ied social backgrounds. Yet, they were a
hardy and persevering people. They met
each and every challenge and were deter-
mined and resolute in the desire to establish
themselves in the new land they had found."

Some of the early pack peddlers, itiner-
ant merchants and traders eventually settled
in Williamsport. By the 1840's we find lo-
cal Jews represented in various occupations.
The first known Jews to settle permanently
in Williamsport were members of the Ul-
man family. They included Henry, Isaac,
Lazarus, Moses, Sadock and Simon Ulman.
The Ulmans migrated early in life from
Manheim, Germany. They in turn encour-
aged others; the Kuhns, Lindheimers,
Strassburgers and Wittenbergs among oth-
ers, to join them in the United States with
their families. Other early Jewish residents
of Williamsport included the Fleishchers,
Myers, Sampsons and Silvermans. Many of
these early residents were related to one an-
other and formed an intimate group. They
practiced such occupations as retailing, tail-
oring, manufacturing, trading, real estate
and merchandise distribution. Eventually
some became involved in banking and fi-
nance and many Jews were among the com-
munity's best known businessmen. As Ben-
jamin Hirsh wrote " The Jewish community
was a friendly group; each family wel-
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comed their neighbors and co-religionists in
their homes. The Aaron Strasburger family,
with many daughters, residing on Front
Street, furnished a frequent meeting place
for young and old. The daughters who were
talented in music and voice always provid-
ed a friendly atmosphere, with a cup of tea,
a snack and good cheer." Religious servic-
es based on the German Ashkinazic ritual
were instituted and conducted in the homes
of several families on Sabbaths and holi-
days. The prayer books that were used con-
tained the conservative-orthodox arrange-
ment of prayers in the Hebrew and German
languages.

The influx of Jews to Williamsport was
temporarily interrupted by the Civil War.
The local Jewish community continued its
religious and cultural life as previously de-
veloped. Two young Jewish men, Abraham
B. Jacobs and H. C. Ulman enlisted in the
Thirty Fourth Segment of the Union army.
Mr. Ulman achieved the rank of captain
while in the army.

The local Jewish community had need
of their own burial grounds. Organized as
the Williamsport Jewish Cemetery Associa-
tion, the local congregation purchased a
parcel of land in 1863 at the corner of Wyo-
ming and Almond Streets. This parcel con-
tinued as the local burial site of Jews until
1895. The first to be buried there were Hir-
am Ulman, Samuel Kuhn, Jacob Silverman
and Jacob Ulman. On September 19, 1894
the congregation purchased a large piece of
land from the Grandview Cemetery Associ-
ation (Wildwood). On September 16, 1895
they had petitioned the court for authority to
remove all bodies buried at the Almond and
Wyoming Street site and at Cemetery Street
to the new site at Wildwood.

With the close of the war new Jewish
immigrants once again began to migrate to
Williamsport. Many had little money or
knowledge of the problems that they would
face. To provide help for those in need, the
local Jewish women met at the home of
Mrs. Moses Ulman on August 21, 1869 to
form the Hebrew Ladies Benevolent Asso-
ciation of Williamsport, Germunde No.1.
The dues were four dollars a year and the
by-laws provided that every Jewish woman

of eighteen years or more and of the He-
brew faith was eligible for membership. Its
purpose was to assist the needy, widows
and orphans.

Before the war it had become apparent
that private homes were no longer adequate
for religious services and social events.
Itinerant rabbis visited the town conducted
religious services and preached sermons, of-
ten in the German language. Their visits
were important events for the local Jewish
community but a more adequate location
had to be found.

With the war's end local Jews set about
formally constituting their congregation. A
meeting was held at the home of Henry Ul-
man on April 24th 1866 and a decision was
made to apply to the courts for a formal
charter. This was obtained and congrega-
tion Beth Ha-Sholom, the House of Peace
was established as an officially recognized
religious organization. Henry Ulman, Sa-
dock Ulman, Benjamin Levi, Abraham
Neuman, I.H. Greenwald and Samuel Ul-
man were its first officers. Other original
members included Elias Kuhn, L. C. Myers,
Isodore Sampson and Sol and William Sol-
omon.

The charter specified in part: "We, the
undersigned, do hereby certify that we have
agreed to associate ourselves together for
religious purposes under the following arti-
cles and conditions. First, the said associa-
tion shall be know as The House of Peace.
Second; Its object shall create the more per-
fect enjoyment of the Jewish Religion in
which we believe. Third; Its officers shall
consist of a President, Vice-President, Sec-
retary and Treasurer to be elected by the
majority of the membership of the associa-
tion on the first Monday of March each
year." As Benjamin Hirsh observed in his
article "Ninety Five Years of Beth Ha-
Sholom" published in the Spring 1976 Jour-
nal of the Lycoming County Historical So-
ciety; 'thus an organization which brought
hope and spiritual comfort to the small
group of proud and pious people was born."

The need for a permanent house of wor-
ship was now apparent. With the formal
creation of a congregation the building of a



Temple became the primery goal of the lo-
cal Jewish population. At the annual elec-
tion in March 1870 the congregation select-
ed Gabriel Rothschild as president, Isidore
Sampson as vice-president, and Isaac Ul-
man as treasurer. Planning and fundraising
for a Temple commenced. Dances, bazaars
and other events were held to raise money.
Architectural plans were approved and a
committee composed of Rothschild, Samp-
son and Ulman purchased a lot for the con-
gregation on Mulberry and Front Streets, a
residential area. A contract was signed for
the erection of two-story brick edifice with
a high tower. The entrance was to be at the
corner of Front Street. The building had
meeting rooms and classrooms on the first
floor and an auditorium for religious servic-
es on the second floor. Two stairways as-
cending from a long hall led to the auditori-
um and to the choirloft above. Coal and
wood iron stoves provided heat; gas and
kerosene lamps provided light. The interior
furnishings including pulpit, lamp, carpet,
chairs and alter pieces were donated as gifts
by members of the congregation.

A ceremony involving the laying of a
cornerstone was held on August 23rd, 1871.
Rabbi Meyer from Cleveland attended as a
guest of honor. His train broke down in
route from Elmira and the last link in the
journey, from Blossburg to Williamsport
was made by horse and wagon.

The first full time rabbi to serve the con-
gregation was a German educated scholar,
Samuel Freidlander. His tenure was from
1866 to 1870. He was succeeded by Henry
J. Messing. In the 1870's the annual Tem-
ple budget was less than 1000 dollars. The
rabbi received an annual salary of six hun-
dred dollars. Membership dues ranged
from three to twelve dollars annually de-
pending upon the number of family mem-
bers who needed Jewish education and the
family's financial situation. As late as 1908
the rabbi's income was only nine hundred
dollars a year. In 1913 the total budget of
the Temple was only 1550 dollars, the rabbi
receiving twelve hundred dollars, the janitor
one hundred, and the choir 120 dollars.

The rabbis who served the congregation
in its first half century of existence includ-

ed Michael Wurtzel, A.M. Block, August
A. Levy, A. Myers, Lewis Schreiber, M.
Nathan and Alexander Boss. They came
from a variety of backgrounds. Some were
German educated scholars who preached
their sermons in German, a language under-
stood and spoken by most Temple members
at the time. Others were graduates of
American Yeshivas and theological semi-
naries. Some were older men, some young
students. Some were married, others wid-
owed or single. Some stayed for only
weeks or months, while one served for six-
teen years. Several took part in various as-
pects of civic and community life. One rab-
bi served as a professor of religion at
Lycoming College, others were chaplains at
local penal institutions. As Benjamin Hirsh
observed "Each one, in his own way, left an
imprint on the membership and on the com-
munity; in the preparation of a confirmation
class, the marriage of newlyweds, the eulo-
gy at a funeral, or just paying a friendly vis-
it to a parishioner.”

Some of the early Jewish residents of
Williamsport observed strict dietary laws
and insisted on using the old Hebrew prayer
books (Sidurim and Chumashim). Others
favored the German translation prayer
books. Throughout its early history the
congregation was involved in many heated
debates. For example, in 1891 the follow-
ing resolution was adopted, "And it is fur-
ther resolved that the members of this con-
gregation over the age of sixty years, who
in accordance with their personal beliefs de-
sire to retain their head covered, shall be al-
lowed to wear black skull caps. Signed, L.
C. Myers."

A devastating flood in 1889 severely
damaged the Temple and extensive repairs
and renovations were required. Additional
flooding in 1901 weakened the building to
the extent that it had to be abandoned. For
three years services and meetings were held
in the Reno Post building, Ulman Hall on
Market Street and several East Third Street
churches.

A committee was formed to find a new
site for the Temple, Hiram Ulman was
chairman. The plan was to find a location
away from the riverfront flood zone and

closer to the expanding Jewish residential
section. The present location at Edwin and
Center Streets was selected.

Lemuel Ulman was appointed chairman
of the fund raising committee. Donations
ranged from 5 dollars to 400 dollars given
by Moses Ulman. Nearly 4000 dollars was
raised in all. The sale of the old Temple
site provided another 1000 dollars. Jacob
Gehron and Company, with a low bid of
5,879 dollars was awarded the building con-
tract. Some salvaged materials from the old
building were also used. Additional expen-
ditures included a furnace, benches, pews,
carpeting, religious objects, prayer books
and electrical fixtures. In all almost 10,000
dollars were spent with the congregation
taking out a mortgage loan.

Dedication ceremonies were held on
September 3, 1904. The Gazette and Bulle-
tin reported "The dedication of the new
Temple of the Hebrew Congregation of
Williamsport occurred on Friday evening,
September 3, 1904 at seven-thirty, with Dr.
Marvin Nathan of New York City as the
principal speaker." The paper noted that
"Dr. Nathan's address was one of the most
able discourses ever delivered in a Wil-
liamsport church."”

The building was designed by architect
Mead B. Ritter. Delegations of Jews from
Bloomsburg, Danville, Jersey Shore, Lock
Haven, Milton and Sunbury attended the
dedication. According to the newspaper
"The Williamsport clergy were represented
by members of each church, two of whom
were on the pulpit and spoke for their de-
nominations. Representing the city was the
Honorable Mayor John F. Loedlem, who
spoke eloquently, congratulating the con-
gregation on its new church building and
welcomed it as a worthy addition to the
spiritual life of the city."

The last quarter of the 19th Century wit-
nessed establishment of several Jewish so-
cial and fraternal organizations in Williams-
port. It was a time when the local Jewish
community sought to strengthen and for-
malize the social ties amongst themselves.

In 1875 the Independent Order of the
Free Sons' of Israel Chapter No. 86 was
formed with Abraham Hart, Simon Schloss
and Lemuel Ulman as its officers. Meet-
ings were held in the social rooms of the
Front Street Temple. In 1877 the Indepen-
dent Order of B'nai B'rith Lodge No. 120
was established. Its officers were Isidore
Sampson, Aaron Strosburger, Moses and
Sadock Ulman. It met on alternate Sundays
at the Temple's social rooms. Both organi-
zations involved themselves with elaborate
rituals and ceremonies. Officers would
present themselves in formal attire, high
hats, tail coats and striped trousers. On
March 4, 1891 the Young Men's Social and
Literary Club was formed. Contrary to its
name it was a social group for both women
and men. The story of its inaccurate name,
while fascinating I'm sure, has not come
down to us through the years. The club's
aim was to enhance the local Jewish social
life. Club rooms were established on the
upper floors of the Ulman Opera House on
Market Square where dances, parties, card
games and social events were held. Its first
officers were Harry A. Jacobs, Henry
Myers, Isidore Sampson, Solomon Silver-
man and Samuel E. Ulman. Good times
were undoubtedly had by all.

With the spread of liberal Judaism in the
United States of America in the late 19th
century, Beth Ha-Sholom affiliated with the
Reform Movement and a number of chang-
es were instituted at the Temple. A choir
was organized and a organ purchased. Ida
and Jennie Strosburger played the organ
while Blanch Goldenburg, Hortense and
Myrtle Kaufman, and Tillie Strosburger
were all early members of the choir.

During the first quarter of this century
religious services were held in the Temple
Sanctuary and social events in the Y.M.S.
and L. club's rooms in the Ulman Opera
House. In 1923 the Temple received a be-
quest from Rosetta Ulman thanks to the ef-
forts of Max Lindheimer and Henry Myers.
The brick building adjoining the Temple
was secured as a community center.

The Great Depression of the 1930's was
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a time of great challenge for the congrega-
tion. Under the able presidential guidance
of Max Phillips, Samuel Gittleman, Leo
Goodkind and Lewis Salabes the Temple
was sustained through this difficult period.
The story is told that during the height of
the depression "Uncle Max" Phillips as he
was fondly called, walked to the members’
homes to collect Temple dues so that finan-
cial obligations could be satisfied. Such
service as well as his dedication to the chil-
dren of the religious school made him a
much beloved figure.

During the 1930's the "Committee of
One-Hundred" was formed to bring new in-
dustries to Williamsport. A number of Jew-
ish manufacturers were attracted to the area
and became active members of Beth Ha-
Sholom.

The eightieth anniversary of the congre-
gation was celebrated in 1946 with a grand
banquet at the Lycoming Hotel. Guest
speakers were the renowned Rabbi Stephen
Wise and the beloved Rabbi Charles Mon-
tenband, who served the Temple for many
years. A historical journal edited by Ben
Hirsh and Rabbi Bertrand Pollins was pub-
lished.

The 1940's and 1950's were a time in
which many rabbis served short terms at the
Temple. This has been a characteristic of
Temple history. With the exceptions of
Rabbi Montenband and Rabbi David
Schwartz, the continuity in Temple life has
been the responsibility of outstanding mem-
bers of the congregation. In the early
1950's a house was erected, as a residence
for the rabbi, on Union Avenue. Funds for
the project came from endowments provid-
ed by Miss Tillie Strosburger and Mrs. Ella
Lauer. A new organ was given to the Tem-
ple at this time by the estate of Samuel Wil-
son as a memorial to his parents, Frank and
Elizabeth Wilson. David Lockspeiser un-
dertook the remodeling of the basement of
the Temple into modern attractive class-
rooms.

The local Jewish congregation grew
during the latter 1940's and 1950's. A de-
sire was voiced for an enlargement and re-

modeling of Temple facilities. A commit-
tee headed by Harry Wahl recommended
securing the properties adjacent to the Tem-
ple. The properties were soon purchased.

Dr. Herman Finkelstein and Daniel Gins-
burg led a fund drive that raised the hitherto
unheard of sum of 108,000 dollars. The
Gehron Company was once again chosen to
build the major additions to the Temple; a
new Community Center and Sunday School
Classroom area. A dedication banquet and
dance with Dr. Harold Adelson as toastmas-
ter was held on Saturday evening, April 22,
1961 in the new social hall.

On Friday evening, February 23, 1962,
after Sabbath Services another major event
in Temple history occurred. Our beautiful
Temple Library, with volumes on Jewish
life, religion and history was formally dedi-
cated as the Harry Wahl Memorial Library
(now know as the Elizabeth and Harry
Wahl Memorial Library). At the ceremony
Ronald Wahl unveiled a plaque in Mr.
Wahl's memory. Mrs. Benjamin Jaffe do-
nated a series of oil paintings to the Library
by Dr. Henry Mussina in honor of her hus-
band Mr. Benjamin Jaffe.

Many gifts to the Temple were made in
honor of departed loved ones at this beauti-
ful time in Temple history. Among them
were our bibles, given by our former rabbi,
Charles Montenband and his wife.

The last quarter century in Temple his-
tory has been shaped by the congregation'’s
attempts to meet the challenges of declining
membership. As older members die or
move to retirement areas, and their children
seek their lives in other locations the local
Jewish community grows smaller. Even be-
fore the retirement of our last full-time rab-
bi, David Schwartz, in 1984, the congrega-
tion was forced to sell the house it had built
as a rabbi's residence. The exhilerating suc-
cess and vitality of the 1950's and 1960's
were to be followed by a period in which
the congregation successfully attempted to
preserve the gains of previous times while
fighting off the consequences of diminish-
ing numbers.

With the departure of Rabbi Schwartz,



economic pressures forced the congregation
to attempt sharing a full time rabbi with a
congregation in Lock Haven, Pennsylvania.

This did not work to everyone's satisfaction
and from 1986 until the presen:, the congre-
gation has had the services of student rabbis
from the Hebrew Union College who visit
the community on weekends. While desir-
ous of a full time spiritual leader these nov-
ice rabbis have proven to be a more than
satisfactory solution to the spiritual needs of
the congregants.

Our first young rabbi Jonathan Hecht,
who served the Temple for two years, with
distinction, provided a smooth transition to
our new arrangement. Among other recent
rabbis have been several women, the first of
their gender to serve in such a capacity.

During this recent historical period per-
haps the most important contributor to the
continued vitality of Beth Ha-Sholom has
been the Temple women. The Sisterhood
was oringinally chartered on August 21,
1869 as the Hebrew Ladies Benevolent As-
sociation with Taressa Kuhn, Caroline
Myers and Clara Ulman as its primary orga-
nizers. Later the group was known as the
Ladies Aid Society and in 1921 it was affili-
ated with the National Federation of Tem-
ple Sisterhoods. Throughout its history the
Temple Sisterhood has been blessed with
the devoted services of Jewish Women of
great gifts. Among them are Teresa B.
Lindheimer, Sarah K. Salabes, and Eliza-
beth S. Wahl. For over fifty years the Sis-
terhood sponsored an annual Charity Ball,
that was a highlight of the local social sea-
son and a source of funds for the many con-
tributions to the Temple made through the
years by the Sisterhood.

Working in close cooperation with the
Board of Trustees, the Sisterhood has been
a continuing source of strength throughout
Temple history. For example in 1936 a
devastating flood occurred in Williamsport.
The waters were able to reach the Temple
and Community Center, causing extensive
damage. The Sisterhood undertook the re-
modeling of the Community Center. Since
the writing of the last Temple history twen-

ty five years ago the Sisterhood has made
countless gifts to the Temple and supplied
the womanpower that sustained numerous
Temple activities. The women of congrega-
tion Beth Ha-Sholom have given unstinted
service to the congregation, Temple, and
various important Jewish-American organi-
zations. Without their efforts Temple Beth
Ha-Sholom could not have sustained its vi-
tality during this historical period.

Adaptation to the demographic changes
has been slow. While the last twenty-five
years has seen a dramatic reduction in the
size of the local Jewish business communi-
ty, a slow but steady stream of profession-
als; accountants, doctors, educators and
lawyers, among others, have been attracted
to life in Williamsport and joined the con-
gregational community. Historically, the
congregation was composed primarily of
members of the business community. They
and their families have contributed greatly
to our congregation and Temple. Today we
find an increasing number of professionals
who have been attracted to the community,
along with residents from surrounding com-
munities, who join with the locally born to
compose our congregation.

Recently, the Temple received a gener-
ous gift from Pauline and Lou Hirsh and a
bequest from the estate of the late Harry
Schwab that has helped to place the Temple
on the firmest financial footing it has en-
joyed in the last twenty five years. Thus the
impressive efforts of devoted individuals,
the work of many good people, has come to
fruition in the fact that Temple Beth Ha-
Sholom is alive and well on this our One-
Hundred and Twenty-Fifth Anniversary.
The congregation looks forward to a decade
of realistic growth and continued service as
we approach the end of the Twentieth Cen-
tury. As the third century of Temple Beth
Ha-Sholom approaches, the beauty of its
existence as a treasured part of local Jewish
life is evermore apparent.
